


Ohio Short-Term Employment Forecast 
Third Quarter 2009 to Third Quarter 2011 

 
The Bureau of Labor Market Information produces long-term employment projections biennially 
and short-term forecasts annually. They are developed using different methods and for different 
purposes. Long-term projections are influenced by structural changes in the economy and the 
population. An example of a structural change is an aging population. Long-term projections are 
generally used for evaluating program change and strategic planning, such as in educational 
investment planning. Short-term forecasts are more influenced by changes in the economy that 
temporarily affect demand for goods and services, such as changes in interest rates. Short-term 
projections are intended as an indicator of the current and near-term business cycle, such as the 
level of demand for labor in the current market. These short-term forecasts are based on 
employment during the third quarter of 2009 and forecast employment for the third quarter of 2011.  
 
The recession that started in December 2007 has had a profound effect on Ohio as well as most 
other states and the nation as a whole. The chart below compares the change in employment 
within Ohio to the change in employment for the United States. From 2000 to 2008, total 
employment in Ohio declined by 4.6 percent, compared with 4.0 percent growth nationwide. In the 
most recent past, 2006 to 2008, Ohio employment decreased by 1.2 percent, compared with 0.7 
percent increase nationwide.   
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This forecast reflects the current business cycle, including the continuing downsizing throughout 
the economy.  This two-year forecast expects a total net loss of 79,300 jobs, including 39,800 
construction industry jobs and 37,800 manufacturing industry jobs. Some of the service-producing 
sector industries will see increases.  The largest increases in jobs will be in health care and social 
assistance (18,200 jobs) and administrative and waste services (16,700 jobs).  There will also be a 
small forecasted increase in self-employment.   



 
This was an unusually difficult estimating period, because this recession has been among the most 
severe on record.  It is also unknown what the ultimate effects of the President’s stimulus package 
will have during this time period.  Because this economy is out of the norm, future employment 
levels will likely differ from their predicted levels.  For the most part, these short-term forces cause 
fairly small deviations between actual and predicted employment. These employment forecasts are 
useful for seeing what is likely to be short-term employment trends.

Technical Notes: 
 
This forecast was done in May 2010 using data through September 2009.  Projections of 
employment demand were made at the 3-digit industry level, based on the North American 
Industry Classification System (NAICS) using Trend, OLS, and Autoregressive methods.  These 
methods related historical monthly Ohio industry employment (January 1993 through September 
2009) to key economic determinants for Ohio, especially income and housing.   
 
Occupational estimates were derived by creating an industry-occupation matrix.  The occupational 
data were supplied by Ohio employers from the Occupational Employment Statistics (OES) 
surveys for 2007, 2007 and 2009, using the Standard Occupational Classification (SOC) coding 
structure.  These industry staffing patterns were adjusted for expected technological change and 
other factors from national data provided by the Bureau of Labor Statistics in projecting 
occupational demand. 
 
Net annual replacement needs were computed from national rates as explained on U.S. 
Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics’ website: http://www.bls.gov/emp/ep_replacements.htm.  
Replacement needs arise when workers leave an occupation, for retirement, death or to switch 
occupations.  Replacement needs are distinct from turnover needs.  Turnover occurs when 
workers leave jobs, voluntarily or involuntarily, for jobs in the same occupation.  An auto mechanic 
who retires creates a replacement need.  An auto mechanic who leaves one employer to take 
another job as a mechanic creates a turnover need.  Replacement needs may be thought of as the 
need for new workers in an occupation.  In addition to replacement openings, some occupations 
have growth openings.  The number of annual job openings reported in the occupation tables are 
replacement openings plus growth openings.  Annual growth openings are the change in 
employment, when positive, divided by two.  When an occupation is declining the number of 
growth openings is zero.  Restated, to get replacement openings from total annual openings, 
subtract growth openings then divided by 2.  The exception to this calculation is within 
occupational groups.  For these groups, a table is provided that gives the number of growth and 
replacement openings. 
 
The source of the wage estimates is the May 2009 Occupational Employment Statistics (OES) 
wage survey for Ohio.  The analysis by education and training level is made possible by the 
classification of the OES occupations into eleven distinct categories by the staff at the Office of 
Economic Projections at the Bureau of Labor Statistics.
